THE CHALLENGE

Kindergarten readiness is made up of
one foundational and three advanced
building blocks (Applied Survey
Research, 2015 School Readiness in
Alameda County Report).

Only forty-four percent of Alameda
County Kindergarteners were strong
in all domains of Kindergarten
readiness.

Children who did not attend
preschool and English language
learners were less likely to be ready
for school.
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Children are ready for Kindergarten and 3rd grade success
